Pursuant to section 41(4)(a) of the Residential Tenancies Act, the respondent shall pay the

Pursuant to sections 41(4)(c) and 83(2) of the Residential Tenancies Act, the tenancy
agreement between the parties for the premises known as Apartment 310, 490 Range
Lake Road, Y ellowknife, NT shall be terminated on January 31, 2011 and the respondent

shall vacate the premises on that date, unless the rent arrears are paid in full.

Pursuant to section 41(4)(b) of the Residential Tenancies Act, the respondent shall pay



future rent on time.

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REASONS FOR DECISION

The applicant alleged that the respondent had breached the tenancy agreement by failing to pay
rent and sought an order requiring the respondent to pay the aleged rent arrears and terminating

the tenancy agreement unless the rent arrears were promptly paid.

The applicant provided a statement of the rent account in evidence which indicated a balance of
rent owing in the amount of $3684. The monthly rent for the premisesis $1175. The statement

indicates that the last payment of rent was made on October 8, 2010.

The respondent did not dispute the all egations and stated that due to his employment situation he

could not commit to a date on which the rent would be paid or a payment plan.

| find the respondent in breach of his obligation to pay rent and find rent arrears of $3684. In my
opinion, there are sufficient grounds to terminate the tenancy agreement unless the rent arrears

are promptly paid.

An order shall issue requiring the respondent to pay the applicant rent arrears in the amount of
$3684 and terminating the tenancy agreement on January 31, 2011 unless the rent arrears are paid

in full. The respondent is also ordered to pay future rent on time.
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This decision was made known to the parties at the conclusion of the hearing.
