Pursuant to section 41(4)(a) and 83(2) of the Residential Tenancies Act, the respondents
shall pay the applicant rent arrears in the amount of ten thousand one hundred twenty
dollars ($10,120.00). Therent arrears shall be paid in monthly installments of fifty dollars
($50.00) payable on the last day of every month until the rent arrears are paid in full. The
first payment shall be due on April 30, 2011.

Pursuant to section 41(4)(b) of the Residential Tenancies Act, the respondents shall pay
future rent on time.

REASONS FOR DECISION

The applicant alleged that the respondents had breached the tenancy agreement by failing to pay
rent and sought an order requiring the respondents to pay the alleged rent arrears and terminating

the tenancy agreement. The premises are subsidized public housing.

The applicant provided a copy of the tenant ledger in evidence which indicated a balance of rent
owing in the amount of $10,120. The full unsubsidized rent of $897 has been applied in March
and April, 2011. The applicant stated that the respondents had not submitted any income

information to enable a subsidized rent to be calculated for those months.

The respondents did not dispute the allegations and stated that they could pay the monthly rent
plus an additional $50 until the rent arrears were paid in full. The applicant agreed to withdraw
the request for termination of the tenancy agreement in favour of an order requiring the

respondents to pay the arrears in installments and to pay the monthly rent on time.

| find the ledger in order and find the respondents in breach of their obligation to pay rent. | find
the rent arrears to be $10,120. | find the application of the full unsubsidized rent to be reasonable
but advise the parties that those rents must be adjusted as necessary if the respondents report the

household income.

An order shall issue requiring the respondents to pay the monthly rent on time and to pay the rent

arrears of $10,120 in monthly installments of $50 on the last day of every month until the rent

arrearsare paid in full. Thefirst payment shall be due on April 30, 2011.

Should the respondents fail to pay the monthly rent or fail to make the monthly payments of
arrears, the applicant may file another application seeking the full payment of any outstanding

balance and termination of the tenancy agreement.
