The applicant provided a statement of account idemce which indicated a balance of rent
owing in the amount of $2050. The monthly renttfar premises is $1315 and the applicant

holds a security deposit of $1315.

The respondent did not dispute the allegationsagneled to pay the monthly rent on time plus an
additional $300 each month until the rent arreagsaid in full. The applicant withdrew the
request for an order terminating the tenancy agee¢m favour of an order requiring the
