The respondent was served with a Notice of Attendance sent by registered mail and confirmed

delivered. The respondent failed to appear at the hearing and the hearing was held in her absence.

The tenancy agreement between the parties was terminated on April 27, 2007 when the
respondent vacated the premises. The applicant aleged that the respondent had breached the
tenancy agreement by failing to pay rent and sought an order requiring the respondent to pay the

rent arrears.

The applicant testified that the respondent had failed to pay any rent for the months of February,
March and April, 2007. The rent for the premises was $1000/month. The applicant testified that

no security deposit had been paid.
