An application to a rental officer made by Hay Riobile Home Park Ltd. as the
applicant/landlord against Lisa Tsetso as the med@at/tenant was filed by the Rental Office
August 16, 2013. The application was made regarditemancy agreement for the rental
premises known as Lot 10, 61 Woodland Drive, in Raxer, Northwest Territories. The
applicant served a copy of the filed applicatiortlos respondent by registered mail signed for
December 18, 2013.

The applicant alleged the tenant had accumulatgdlirarrears. Evidence submitted is listed in
Appendix A attached to this order.

A hearing was scheduled for January 13, 2014. Betaf attendance were sent to the parties by
registered mail. Ms. Michelle Schaub appeared atihg representing the applicant. Ms. Lisa
Tsetso signed for her copy of the notice of attendaon January 9, 2014. Neither she nor anyone
representing her appeared at hearing. The hearog@ded in her absence pursuant to section
80(2) of theResidential Tenancies Act (the Act).

Ms. Schaub testified and presented evidence thaTbttso had entered into a tenancy
agreement on October 1, 2004, for a mobile homimtaited at Lot 10, 61 Woodland Drive, in
Hay River, Northwest Territories. Tenant statementsmitted into evidence reflected arrears of
rent had been accumulating since July 2013 to cubalance owing of $1,737.29. Ms. Schaub
requested an order for payment of rental arreatstaat future rent be paid on time.

Tenancy agreement

The lease agreement entered into evidence is @attadber 1, 2004, and confirms an agreement
to rent a mobile home lot located at Lot #10, 610diand Drive in Hay River Northwest
Territories. | am satisfied a valid residentialdeny agreement is in place.

Rental arrears

has accumulated rental arrears in the amount @8$129.

The lease agreement indicates the rent is duerstef the month. | am satisfied that Ms. Tsetso
has been repeatedly late paying her rent.

An order will issue requiring Ms. Tsetso to paytedmrrears of $1,737.29 and that she pay her
future rent on time.
